Ham Radio Course presented by the London Amateur Radio Club (LARC)
LARC is once again offering a Ham Radio course that leads to a Ham license issued by Industry Canada.

The course will take place on Saturday mornings starting on September 10, 2011, and ending on November 26, 2011, with no session on the Thanksgiving weekend. The last session will be devoted to writing the test, and preparing the submission to Industry Canada for your new license and the associated callsign.

Sessions start at 9 AM, and end around 1 PM with one 15 minute break for refreshments. They are taught by senior members of the radio club, and are a combination of lecture-style teaching, review of the official study guide, and demonstrations. The Studyguide is a publication of the organization representing Ham operators in Canada, known as Radio Amateurs of Canada, or RAC. It contains all the material that will be covered in the course, and all the information you need to pass the test.
There is no longer a need to be able to send and receive Morse code in order to get a Ham license.

There are no prerequisites for the course, and the material is covered at a leisurely pace allowing time for detailed discussions and explanations of any unfamiliar topics. Extra assistance is available for students who aren’t clear on any particular topic, and additional resources are also available on the web.

The test consists of 100 multiple choice questions. There are websites where you can do practice tests to get familiar with the process, and to see how well you’ve understood the topics. A pass mark is 70% and an honours mark is 80%. It is highly desirable to pass with honours, because this entitles you to use all available Ham frequencies, including the ones suitable for international communications. One you are issued a license, it is yours for your lifetime, with no retests, or further costs.
The Salvation Army has graciously offered us the use of spacious classroom facilities in their complex near Highbury and Dundas (1340 Dundas Street), so we will have a comfortable learning environment.
The cost of the course is $40, which includes the Studyguide, which normally costs $40 plus tax plus shipping by itself. There is no additional cost to write the test, which is administered by one of our club members who is an accredited volunteer examiner. Should you wish to write the test later to allow more study, or to rewrite it to get a higher mark, this can be arranged, again at no cost.

The registration process involves mailing the following:
