Many of us have recently bit the bullet and purchased one of those nifty new automotive
GPS units that seem to be everywhere. | wanted to share some personal experiences
with some of these units so everyone can benefit.

First | would like to say that any automotive GPS makes a great xmas gift for any ham
(hint hint).

The hardest part about buying a GPS is which one? There are many in the $200
range and some are twice that price. What makes a good GPS versus a bad GPS?

Since these units are meant to provide navigation assistance in your car, the question
real |l y bec dovwegoodoonteow oufrenbis the mapping?6

Many units provide fairly good coverage of North America but a cheaper unit called the
MI O only has Canadian detailed maps and
200 only has Canada. If you plan on staying in Canada, either one of these would
make a great gift. However, if you bounce across the border to Michigan or DAYTON,
perhaps the US mapping would be beneficial. | have played with the TomTom One v3
and thought it was a good unit. | decided against it for myself because | liked the

Ga r miahiliysto easily upload POI entries into the GPS (more on POI later).
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Mapping detail is not the only feature that costs money. Almost all units speak the

directions. The GPS voice will guide you by giving turn-by-turn directions as you drive,
example: O6TURN LEFT I N 500 METERSGOG. The mo

The higher end units can play MP3, displays photos as well as link into your cell phone.
In the US you can subscribe to a service that gives road hazard warnings on your GPS
as well as construction zone updates. | checked and that service is not available for
Canadian roads.

WHAT DID | CHOOSE FOR MYSELF?

The unit | picked for myself is the Garmin Nuvi 250. | have
owned many GPS units over the years (car, hiking as well as
aviation models) and | am very happy with the usability of the
Garmin units. | like the fact that | can create and upload POI
entries into my GPS for easy access while driving.

Note: Older units used the term WAYPOINT for user saved locations. A POI is much
more because it can contain descriptive text and not just the location. The screen shot
above is an IKEA file that | created. You can create your own POI files or download
some that were made by others via the Internet.

Once you have a POI file on your computer, you can add it to your Garmin by using the
POI Loader.
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WHAT IS POI LOADER?

TNV [[YM POl Loader is free software for your computer that lets you upload
customized POls to your compatible Garmin unit.

POI Loader does not create customized POIs, nor is it software for your
Garmin GPS.

It simply gives you the ability to upload POls from your computer to your
compatible Garmin 8 making it easy for you to navigate directly to these
points of interest. | used Windows notepad to cut/paste and type info in the
file which was then transferred into the GPS using POI-Loader.

This file will allow you to search by
Name or Callsign (partial name/callsigns
are ok) and display the matching entries
with a big GO button to take you there.

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HOW DID | GET THE INFO?

Easy! | created a program to read the Canadian Callsign Database from RAC. Based on
an algorithm that uses city names and postal codes, it extracted 1,043 callsigns from
the Country-wide database. Another program was created to geo-encode the address
info into LAT and LON (required for the GPS positional tracking). Another program was
created to perform automated Canada411 lookups via the Internet to find the telephone
numbers. | noticed that not everyone has their phone number listed in Canada411.ca

Once all the various bits were compiled, a final file was created in the proper format for
the Garmin POI Loader Software.

Anyone can now upload that file into their

in their GPS.

Note: | decided only to list the London area hams. An Ontario-wide or Canada-wide file
could be created but for now | was only interested in the local guys.

WHERE TO GET THE LARC POI FILE?

| have zipped the file and placed it on my web server. Unzip the file into a folder and
use the POI loader to install the files into your Garmin.
