Indoor Table Information: 
 

• Vendor setup is from 8am onward. 
• Book early, tables are booked on first come first served basis. We cannot guarantee an exact table assignment. 
• Only two vendor passes are allowed per vendor prior to doors opening on the day of the flea market. 
• Advanced vendor passes will not be sold without table sales. 
• Power is available for tables near an outlet along the side walls. Access to power is not guaranteed. If you 

require power, you will need to bring an extension cord and power bar. 
• Please leave any equipment purchased during setup at your table until the doors are open to the public at 9am. 

 
Table Information related specifically to Tailgating: 
 

• Vendor setup is from 8am onward. 
• If you have not purchased advanced tables and passes, you must do so at admissions prior to setup. 
• The tailgate area will be section off by rope. Tailgating spots will be marked at 12ft intervals. Table setup 

should allow a 1 ft. clearance on each side of your parking space to ensure access to the adjacent spots.  
• For cars and trucks, only one vehicle per spot is allowed. Please follow the instructions of parking officials to 

facilitate orderly entry and to accommodate your vehicle. You are not guaranteed a specific spot. 
• RVs or vehicles towing utility trailers with equipment for sale, will be required to purchase two spots and will 

be directed to separate designated area. Please advise us in advance if you will be bringing an RV or utility 
trailer.  

• We do not provide tables or chairs for the tailgate area. 
• While it is expected that you will sell to other vendors prior to 9am, we ask that you do not sell to the public 

who may approach you from outside the tailgate area. The person you are selling to should have a wrist band.
